Minutes of the 86th Annual General Meeting of the Bournemouth and District Table Tennis Association held on Wednesday 23rd June 2010 at Winton YMCA, Jameson Road, Winton, Bournemouth at 7:30pm.

Item 1 - Apologies for Absence.

Item 2 - Minutes of the Last Annual General Meeting.





The minutes of the last Annual General Meeting held on 24th June 2009 were circulated to the membership three weeks prior to the date of the meeting. These were read and accepted as being a true account of that meeting and signed accordingly.





Proposed Danny Allen, Seconded Bev Scott-Johns and accepted unanimously by those eligible to vote.

Item 4 - General Secretary’s Report.





Copies of the General Secretary’s Report and Committee Attendance Record were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





On behalf of the Committee the Secretary thanked all Officers and Secretaries for their work throughout the year which resulted in a competitive and rewarding season. Thanks were also due to Sheena Feltham, David Turner and Alan Gordon for their Inter Town tournament work. 





In addition thanks were due to Melvyn Gregory for being the Associations Web master. Now that both Malcolm Floyd and James Lewis are able to remotely access the BDTTA Web Site it has allowed members to obtain early information on both League and Coaching matters.





As from August this year, the ETTA will require that all registered members of our Association complete an Individual Registration Form and pay fees directly to the governing body. It is likely that Club Secretaries will be required to ensure that its members are duly registered and are in receipt of a Players Registration number before being able to compete in the League. Further advice on matter will be provided to Clubs in the near future. Allan Elcock has agreed to coordinate this administrative change to the registration procedure.





Acceptance of the report was Proposed by Reinhard Lindner and Seconded by Danny Allen and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





Item 5 – Treasurers Report.





Copies of the Treasurers Report and Receipts and Payments Account were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes. Chairman David Turner confirmed that the accounts had been audited.





The Receipts and Payments Account shows a deficit for the season of £48, compared with a deficit of £155 for the previous season. Total receipts were up by £807, mainly due to last years increase in player’s registration fees. There were decreases in the interest received from the Building Society of £51 and of sales of table tennis balls amounting to £73.





Total payments were up by £702 and the shortfall on the Awards for All grant for coaching and first aid courses was £562. Increases in coaching costs amounted to £474. Trophies accounted for an extra £64 and cost relating to table tennis ball purchases was up by £171. The balance carried forward to 2010/11 is £17,547.64 of which current is £1,537.64.





The Treasurers recommendation that no increase in player registration fees was needed for the forthcoming season and this was generally agreed.





Acceptance of the report and accounts was Proposed by Bev Scott-Johns and Seconded by Danny Allen and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





Item 6 - Town Match Secretary’s Report. 





Copies of the Town Match Report, prepared by the General Secretary, were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





Once again the various divisions of the Hampshire Inter-Town competitions were well supported by the Association at each playing level. The Junior/Cadet competition had been changed from last year and was run on a tournament based format with players accumulating points towards their Towns total. Bournemouth Juniors won two out of the three legs and emerged the overall winners, with Southampton coming in second place. The runner up of the most successful player award was Patrick Hurley.





The Cadets tournament mirrored the results of the junior one, where the Bournemouth team won two out of the three legs and were overall winners, again with Southampton coming in second place. The winner of the most successful player award was Lewis Proudley.





The Senior Inter Town match event clashed with a British League weekend, which had a serious impact on the Men’s competition. This in turn impacted on the various Vetts teams. All matches were played on the same day at Andover. Bournemouth was able to field four teams, of which three were Vetts. In the Men’s Division Bournemouth came a narrow second to Basingstoke, with just one point in it. In the Vetts Division One Bournemouth had to settle for third place, losing ground to both Basingstoke A and Aldershot A. The results were reversed in Vetts Division Two where Bournemouth took the title from the other Towns. The final grouping of Vetts Division Three Bournemouth had to give way to Andover B and came joint second with Aldershot C.





Acceptance of the report was Proposed by Reinhard Lindner and Seconded by Jim Vials and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





Item 7 – Results Secretary’s Report.





Copies of the Result Secretary’s Report, were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





There were 14 clubs and initially 59 teams entered in the league this year, with the three way system continued from last season. Two teams withdrew from the league (North Bournemouth and Nimrod A) leaving 57 teams in the league. The Association was pleased to welcome Breamore Batniks who experienced league competition for the first time this year. No rearranged matches were allowed, except those caused by freak weather conditions in January and the Eyjafjoell volcano eruption. Only 8 matches were affected by these two events. Two man teams were up from 37 to 47 but unplayed matches were down from 16 to 9. Fines relating to these numbers would have amounted to £560 (£530 last season) had they been imposed.





The BDTTA email address book has expanded to 203 names compared top 169 for last season. Weekly results and league tables were published most weeks in the Bournemouth Echo and, for New Milton TTC, reports in the New Milton Advertiser.





Thanks are due to Melvyn Gregory for his assistance in providing a means by which the weekly results can be uploaded onto the Website by the Results Secretary.





Thanks were extended to Club Secretaries, Team Captains and players for their support again this season





Acceptance of the report was Proposed by Andy Hartnell and Seconded by Bev Scott-Johns and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





It was again noted from the floor that as the Committee had decided not to impose match fines upon clubs who fielded only two players on a match night, as it was entitled to do, it would have resulted in considerably more revenue for the Association. Malcolm Floyd agreed that should the upward trend in numbers of two man teams continue into next season, then the Committee may have to review its current thinking on this matter, accordingly.





Item 8 - Tournament Secretary’s Report.





Copies of the Tournament Secretary’s Report were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





Forty Four teams took part in the T and D Handicap competition this year, which was 6 teams more than the previous season. The plate competition was contested by only 20 teams out of a possible 22. The T and D review paper on what type of competition should be staged was discussed at a full Committee meeting in late July 2009, which resulted in some minor rule changes but the playing format remaining constant. The winners of the main competition were Merton A and the runners up Merton B. The winners of the plate competition were Bournemouth Sports D and the runners up were Bournemouth Sports G.





The Individual Competition was again held in February, rather than at the end of the season. Player numbers were up from 187 to 195 the increase covering most of the divisions with the exception of the Premier event, which was badly under supported. All 19 events, including the new VOV 70+ competition, took place this year with a well supported finals night. All winners and runners up can be found on the BDTTA Web site. 





It is planned that next season competitions will be played during early March to overcome school holiday problems.





Acceptance of the report was proposed by Andy Hartnell and seconded by Bev Scott-Johns and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote. 





It was agreed that a letter of thanks should be sent from the Association to Melvyn Gregory for his work as the BDTTA Web Master.





Item 9 – Welfare Officers Report.





Copies of the Welfare Officers Report were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





Criminal Record Bureau (CRB) checks continue to be carried out through direct liaison with the ETTA the cost of which would be borne by the Association if it was felt that registered Cadet and Junior players would be the full beneficiary of such a check. CRB application forms can be downloaded from the ETTA Website.





The Association recommend that all adults who coach, transport or manage children under the age of 18 years should be CRB checked. It is in their own interest that Club captains who have juniors within their teams, should also be CRB checked. It would be helpful if all Clubs put a Policy Statement in their Rules or Constitution accordingly. The Association  agreed that all adults who coach, transport or manage children that represent Bournemouth in Competition must be CRB checked.





Acceptance of the report was proposed by Bev Scott-Johns and seconded by Jim Vials and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





Item 10 - Coaching Officers Report.





Copies of the Coaching Officers Report were circulated to the membership at the same time as the minutes and are attached as an addendum to these Minutes.





The Awards for All funding has been used by the Committee to enable 11 players to qualify as UKCC Level 1 coaches. The Committee financed in full young players still in full employment and asked other adults players to pay a £50 contribution towards the UKCC level 1 course. Funding has also been given to active qualified coaches to fund courses needed by them to maintain their coaching licenses. 


 


With this large subsidy given to the coaches, it was agreed, that all new coaches would support a new BDTTA venture delivering coaching at Portchester School on a Saturday morning.  These coaching sessions commenced in January for a provisional 10 weeks. Two sessions were delivered, one for beginners between 9:30 and 11am; and a second session between 11 and 12:30pm.  Sessions were well attended averaging 35 young players each week.  The cost of the sessions to the players was £2 which covered the cost of the hire of the venue. 





With a ratio of coach to players often less than 1 to 5, new coaches have learnt to put in to practice their new skills delivering fun and well planned sessions. Paul Whiting, South West Regional Coach, has taken an active interest in these developments, remaining in regular contact, and visiting to deliver instruction to both players and coaches. 





The Committee agreed unanimously in March to continue these coaching sessions if youngsters’ interest remained high. Over 80% of youngsters on the first course have now signed up for a further 10 weeks leaving a few spaces available for new players.  Information about this and other opportunities are now displayed on the BDTTA coaching web page. 





 Acceptance of the report was proposed by Harry Feltham and seconded by Ken Large and agreed unanimously by those eligible to vote.





Item 11 – Motions.

Item 12 – Election of Presidents and Officers.





a) Election of President. Harold Feltham had been nominated and there being only one nomination Harold Feltham was duly re-elected as President. Proposed by David Turner and Seconded by James Lewis and agreed unanimously.





b) Election of Life Vice Presidents. There were no additional nominations.





c) Election of Vice Presidents. Ian Robertson was proposed as Vice President by Malcolm Floyd and Seconded by David Turner and agreed unanimously. All existing Vice Presidents were re-elected unanimously.





d) Election of Chairman. David Turner had been nominated and there being only one nomination David Turner was duly elected as Chairman. Proposed by Harold Feltham and Seconded by Ken Large and agreed unanimously.





e) Election of Vice Chairman. Ian Robertson had been nominated and there being only one nomination Ian Robertson was duly elected as Vice Chairman. Proposed by Harold Feltham and Seconded by Ken Large and agreed unanimously.





f) Election of Officers. The following Officers of the Association had indicated their willingness to be re-elected and were returned unopposed. Hon. Treasurer - Ken Large, Results Secretary – Malcolm Floyd, Hon. General Secretary – Gordon White, Tournament Secretary – Ian Robertson, Welfare Officer – Gordon White, Coaching Officer – James Lewis.





g) Election of Town Match Secretary. Alan Gordon offered himself as Town Match Secretary and there being only one nomination Alan Gordon was duly elected as Town Match Secretary





h) Election of the Executive Committee. The following members of the Executive Committee had indicated their willingness to be re-elected and were returned unopposed. Brian Theaker, Tony Viney, Allan Elcock, Bev Scott-Johns, Andy Hartnell and Phil Hadley. The following new member was elected to the Executive Committee. Jim Vials, proposed by John Reynolds and Seconded by Stuart Harrison. Ian Mashford had decided not to stand for re-election.





Item 13 – Rule Changes and Resolutions.





No Rule Changes or Resolutions had been received.





There being no other business the meeting was declared closed at 20.30.





Item 14 - Question Time.





It was likely that the ETTA’s Individual Player Registration Scheme would become operative following the General Council’s meeting, scheduled for the 10th July 2010. In due course all Club Secretaries would be consulted with regard to the way the scheme was to be operated by the Association in the Bournemouth League. Each player would receive a registration number from the ETTA, the registration fee being £5.64 for adults and £2.82 for those below the age of 18 years. The Association would not be collecting the current ETTA Team Affiliation fee, as it had done so in previous years.
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
