      CHILD WELFARE REPORT to the MEMBERSHIP 2011.
The Committee offers its thanks to Parents and Guardians for their cooperation in providing up to date information on all young persons registered as Association League players, whether they have been selected to represent Bournemouth in the  Inter-Town competitions, or not, as the case may be. It is most important that the adults that accompany the Junior and Cadet Players to league matches or tournaments, are made aware of any physical and medical needs or problems so that they can take appropriate and knowledgeable action for the child’s health and wellbeing, should it ever become necessary. All adults have a practical and moral duty of care towards the children in their care.
Until recently it was necessary that all adults who transport or manage children under the age of 18 years must be CRB checked. But in February of this year the rules governing the responsible adult were withdrawn by the Government and we await, with interest, what the remodelled vetting and barring regimes will look like in the near future. However, the Association recommends that it is in the interest of each individual Club that any captain who has juniors within their teams, should also be CRB checked. Again, it would be helpful if all Clubs put a Policy Statement in the Rules or Constitution accordingly. It is essential that ETTA Coaches, and other ETTA Officials, are CRB checked.
The ETTA Policy on Criminal Record Bureau checks has not changed in this interim period and therefore these must be carried out through the ETTA, the cost being £19 if you are a voluntary coach or helper and £55 if you are a paid professional. Application forms can be down loaded from the ETTA website at http://www.englishtabletennis.org.uk. The completed form should be sent directly to the ETTA at Queensbury House (3rd Floor), Havelock Road, Hastings, East Sussex. TN34 1HF, together with a cheque for £19 or your Credit Card details. The BDTTA Committee are agreed that it would consider funding these costs, which would be subject to an application by the candidate via the Child Welfare Officer. The Committee also agreed that this will be a discretionary payment and would only be favourably considered if it was felt that the Association would be the full beneficiary of such a check being carried out.
