BDTTA RESULTS SECRETARY’S REPORT – SEASON 2010/2011

There were 13 Clubs and 56 teams entered into the league compared to 14 Clubs and 57 teams last season, with the three-way system continued for the fifth season running.  Dorset Police and Ringwood A withdrew from Div 3 before the league programme got underway, but this was partially offset by New Milton coming to the rescue by entering an “X” team into Div 3. In this, my fifth season as Results Secretary, the League programme ran fairly smoothly again apart from the struggle to keep the Bmth Sports E team afloat in Div 1 and the minor disruption due to the bad weather back in November.  There were only four fixtures affected by the bad weather (three of them due to the closure of Portchester School) and they were all played off fairly promptly.  There were 17 unplayed matches this season (9 last season) with the defaulting teams being penalised by 4 penalty points and 10 games on each occasion.  Bmth Sports E (Div 1) defaulted four times and Bmth Sports N (Div 4) three times.  Bmth Sports B and Kinson B both defaulted twice with the 6 other teams defaulting just the once. 

Disappointingly, the number of teams fielding only 2 players went through the roof this year with 62 incidents compared to 47 last season.  Club Secretaries are asked once again to avoid entering under-manned teams next season where possible, and also to ensure that team captains (especially new captains) are adequately supported and are aware of the eligible reserves that they can call upon.

Fines

Although Rule 15.5(a) gives the Executive Committee the discretion to impose a maximum £10 fine on “any team represented by only two players and “a team which does not complete a fixture”, once again this has not been invoked by your committee.  With last season’s figures in brackets, the potential £790 (£560) would have fallen on the clubs in descending order as: Bmth Sports £340 (£120), Kinson £80 (£10), North Bmth £80 (£120), Merton £60 (£40), Broadstone £50 (£80), Shamrock £50 (£50), Bransgore £40 (0), Winton YMCA £30 (£20), Nimrod £20 (£50), New Milton £20 (£20), Lynwood £10 (£30), Ringwood £10 (£10) and Dorset Police £0 (£10).

I am pleased to report that:-

· Results, League Tables and Player Averages were loaded weekly onto the BDTTA website and emails were sent out in confirmation (hard-copy reports were discontinued two seasons ago).  I would like to thank the Webmaster Melvyn Gregory for his help in keeping the website going.  Rich Horn from Bmth Sports is currently designing a new website for us which will hopefully be up and running before the new season gets underway.

· We continued to expand the BDTTA email address book, which now contains 230 names (203 this time last year).  If anybody else (especially new players) would like to be included on the distribution please let me know.

· Results and League Tables were sent to the Bmth Echo every week where appropriate, and usually appeared on the Saturday of the following week.  I also had successes with Times & Directory and Individual Championships results.  I continued to submit weekly reports to the New Milton Advertiser covering the New Milton Club’s results, which also promotes the BDTTA.  The League Tables appeared occasionally when I could get them to the Advertiser on time.

Finally, I would like to thank the Club Secretaries, Team Captains and players for their tremendous support again this season.  I would like to particularly thank those captains who took the trouble to email or phone their results through, and especially Sheena and Harold Feltham for unfailingly ringing through their clubs’ results, usually the morning after the match.
