Tournament Secretary Report for the AGM  29th June 2011

1.  Times & Directory Team Handicap Cup

There were 47 teams taking part this year out of a possible 56, being 84%.  This compared favourably against last years figures of 44 teams out of 57, being 77%.

This was the highest number of teams entered for a number of years – many thanks to all clubs for their participation. 

The winners were Bournemouth Sports ‘S’ (Division 5) and the runners-up being New Milton ‘A’ (Premier).  It was a great final with some outstanding rallies, played in a competitive, sporting and friendly manner.  Bournemouth Sports winning the ninth and final game and therefore the match 5-4.  Congratulations to all players.  

The ‘Plate’ competition was contested by 20 teams with the winners being Kinson ‘A’ (Premier) and the runners-up being Breamore (Division 4).  Again, it was a great final played in a very friendly and sporting manner with Kinson winning the ninth and final game and therefore the match 5-4. Again, congratulations to all players. 

There was 4 specific weeks for the competition, (which was about right) with the Semi-Finals and Finals being played during normal league weeks.

2.  Individual Events

The various competitions were held in January. 

Player numbers were down to 188 (last year 195), a 4% drop. However, the Bournemouth Closed, Bournemouth Handicap and the Vet 40+ showed a welcome increase in numbers over last year. The drop could be attributed to the competitions being held in January  – many players saying ‘it is to early’. 

It was very disappointing to note yet again only 5 players took part in the Premier event, with the Junior U13 and Ladies Doubles being ‘void’ due to lack of entry.

An enjoyable Finals Night was had and was fairly well supported.
